•  Cell phones: All cell phones must be turned off while in the classrooms.

Small children, siblings, friends, or other family members will not be permitted
to remain on campus.

•  Parking: Parking will be very limited on the San Marcos High School Campus. Family carpoollng Is highly
recommended.
